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Dr William Green is a pianist, répétiteur and conductor. Born in Yorkshire, he read Music at Christ Church, Oxford, and completed a PhD in Music Analysis at the University of Liverpool, writing his doctoral thesis on Richard Wagner’s Der Ring des Nibelungen. He was awarded the Duncan Norman Research Scholarship.

 In 2018/19 he was a répétiteur at the National Opera Studio in London, and between 2019 and 2021 he was a member of the International Opera Studio at Opernhaus Zürich, Switzerland. 

Since 2021 he has been a répétiteur at the Luzerner Theater, where he has worked on such operas as Mozart’s Le Nozze di Figaro, Bartók’s Duke Bluebeard’s Castle, Tchaikovsky’s Eugene Onegin, and Strauss’s Der Rosenkavalier. 

William has performed many concertos with orchestra, including the complete concertos of Beethoven, Brahms, and Ravel, as well as works by Tchaikovsky, Prokofiev, Rachmaninoff, and Mozart. 

In the season 2023/24 he also conducted four performances of Purcell's Dido and Aeneas as part of the Lucerne Festival.
